There has been an open forum on the 7th December for public comments and consultation.
Comments have been taken into consideration to gain a balanced view of the proposal. Clir Bush
gave an update on his findings as a District Councillor. He emphasised the need for a scheme that
provides local homes for local people. He raised concerns over the disruption during the
development phase including noise, the local school, allotments. Clir Daniels noted that the public
comments had been strong, it appears to be an overdevelopment but we need to be realistic and
et the most we can. How do we secure that? There should be no wriggle room. Community
facilities would be better suited under the control of the Parish Council.

Cllr Browne noted her reservations around the traffic, the access to the development and local
road layout. Concerns over the lack of information around lighting and the proposed concepts.

Mud on the road and dust were mentioned. Clir Day supports in principal but wants to be able to
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have a ‘policing’ role. Cllr Offord concurred with other points mentioned.
Cllr Bailey noted that the council should do the best we can for the village, now and in the future.
The council should look forward and get the best outcome for the village.
The Parish Council support the development in principle based on the agreement to develop the
land in 2015, but with a prominent voice within the conditions and control over the development.
